This year’s Lecture will be delivered by Dr. Supachai Panitchpakdi,
Secretary-General, United Nations Conference on Trade and
Development (UNCTAD). Dr. Supachai began his second four-year
term as Secretary-General of UNCTAD on September 1, 2009, following
his unanimous confirmation by the UN General Assembly. Prior to his
appointment with UNCTAD, Dr. Supachai served as Director-General of
the World Trade Organization. Dr. Supachai received his Ph.D. in
Economic Planning and Development at the Netherlands School of
Economics (now known as Erasmus University) in Rotterdam, under the
supervision of Prof. Jan Tinbergen, the first Nobel laureate in economics. Dr. Supachai has served
as Deputy Prime Minister of Thailand and was actively involved in international trade policy and
represented Thailand at the signing ceremony in Marrakech of the Uruguay Round Agreement in
1994. Dr. Supachai has also been active in shaping regional agreements, including Asia Pacific
Economic Cooperation (APEC), the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and the Asia
Europe Meeting (ASEM). Dr. Supachai will speak on the topic, “Reconstructing Economic
Governance: An Agenda for Sustainable Growth and Development”.

The lecture will commence at 5.45 p.m. at the Yashwantrao Chavan Pratishthan
