ÅRBI in March 2020 and May 2020 issued guidelines to lending institutions, for certain
regulatory measuresto mitigate the burden of debt servicing of the existing borrowers,
brought about by disruptions on accountof the COVID-19 pandemic. EximBankoffered the
COVID-19 Regulatory Packageannounced by RBI for its entire eligible Commercial Loan
Portfolio. Several borrowers of the Bank sought deferment of principal and interest
instalments,falling due between March 01, 2020, to August31, 2020. Themoratorium period
endedon August31, 2020.
